However, music doesn’t necessarily
have to be confined to exam dates, students who just want the experience of playing
the guitar will also benefit from this course and will receive equal attention from ‘The
Guitar School’ team.
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Choosing the Bass guitar?

At The Guitar School, we recognise the demand for Bass Guitar tuition and have
designed a course to accommodate this often understated instrument. We want our
students to be given the opportunity to play the Bass Guitar to its full potential. Our
Bass Guitar courses are structured in a similar way to the grading system we follow
with the Electric Guitar, where Students can expect to receive the same high
standard of professional teaching.

As there is a close relationship between the Electric and Bass Guitar, it will be
necessary for Bass candidates to combine classes with the Electric Guitar students;
this will enable the bass player to have a general overview as to what is expected
from an up and coming Bass Guitarist . We cannot ignore the theory element to our
courses which are common in the tuition for both instruments. Successful bass Guitar
candidates would acquire the musicianship skills which are central to the ethos of the
school.

Choosing the Acoustic Guitar?

The Acoustic guitar has a welcome place at The Guitar School. We understand that
not all Guitarists will want to develop as lead players and therefore we have
structured this course around the rhythmic aspect of Acoustic and Rhythm Guitar
playing. This is not to ignore the fact that the Acoustic Guitar does also stand alone
as a solo instrument and as the student grows to understand the Guitar, they will be
developing finger picking styles and using melodic phrasing within chord
progressions.

We have a similar grading system for the Acoustic Guitar as we do for the Bass and
Electric Guitar. Our theory element also applies to this and regularly, Acoustic
Guitarists will combine classes with the other instrumentalists in order to have a
shared understanding of each other’s relevance as musicians.

The thought of entering into our grading system can sometimes be a concern for
candidates who come to us as absolute beginners; issues with confidence need to be
addressed before committing to our classes.

Diploma - DipLCM in Performance

The Diploma course is an advanced stage of the Guitarists musical education. It is
designed to take Guitarists up to professional standards. This year long course will
lead to a final examination. Successful candidates will then be awarded a DipLCM
and will be given the honour of being permitted to place those letters after their name.

The course will take place over a year with students attending for 4 hours of tuition
per week. Each term will be ten weeks long. Prospective students should be under no
illusions about the demands of this course. Studying for the Diploma is intensive and
a very high level of commitment will be required.

There are no pre-requisite qualifications for the diploma but students should be able
to demonstrate a very high standard of performance. Security of technique and the
ability to communicate an emerging sense of musical personality will be expected.

Acceptance on the course is subject to successful audition.
